RESPONSIBILITIES: 
You will be asked to do a variety of these things, but mostly focusing on game-day operations. 
• Community Relations – Assistance with the development and implementation of all community programs (youth, school, youth hockey, non-profit, player and mascot appearances) and promotional events. 
• Ticket Sales – Assistance with the solicitation and service of all ticket sales and group sales prior to game day, game-day gate operation 

• Merchandising – Assistance with entire retail operation including inventory management and accounting, arena and off-site sales and personnel management.
• Operations – Assistance with the preparation and execution of game activities including national anthem, pre-game ceremonies, distribution of materials, on-ice events, off-ice events, personnel management and etc.(score keeper/announcer-DJ)
• Public and Media Relations – Assistance with graphics design and materials.    Outgoing phone calls to media outlets, and assistance with marketing in the community.

• Manager - Assistance in entire practice and game day operations, involves filling water bottles, packing equipment bags for road trips, needs to be available for road trips with meals and lodging paid for, washing player uniforms, ordering of team supplies, preparing practice and game day on and off-ice materials.

• Must be energetic and motivated to help the team in anyway with a professional attitude
• Must be able to attend every all 16 home games during the 6-month season.
